As requested, by way of this e-mail I am confirming receipt of your

letter.  I understand your frustration.  Deadlines have indeed slipped

but it is not because staff haven't been working very hard on this

issue.   It was because I knew we were about a week off from what we had

targeted in mid-February that I asked Dave Wright to give you  a call to

inform you of our progress.  Today, as promised by Dave earlier this

week, you should have received the e-mail notifying you of what products

are available and how to access them.  If you have any questions please

give Dave or me a call.

Not all of the work that we wanted to report on has been done in-house

which has presented some challenges for us.  Dr. Fulton, for example,

has presented summaries of his lakeshore resident survey and his general

citizen survey to a couple of audiences this winter.  However, we have

not yet received a final copy of either of these reports or of the

survey of commerical businesses.  We are very concerned about this and

are working hard to obtain the final copies.  We were hoping to release

all three reports as a package but have decided instead to release

drafts of the first two reports - i.e. the lakeshore resident survey and

the citizen survey.  We now are confident that the changes to these will

be minor.  As soon as we receive the survey of commercial businesses we

will release that as well.

We expect you to hold us accountable as we continue to work hard to

develop an Aquatic Plant Management Program that balances the needs of

all of our diverse stakeholders while protecting our important and

valuable native aquatic plant resources.
